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The F-4 is powered by two of the — T T = -‘_-l Inner side
famous General Electric J79 jet il J .Ill .il',

engines. The F-4E used J79-GE-17 Inner side < Tl

engines, which have a maximum

thrust of 8,119kg. The engine was

designed for use on frontline bases,
so it can be started with a gunpow-
der-powered cartridge starter. When

viewed from the side, it is clear that

the J79 is angled for a powerful down-
ward-facing thrust.
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Make sure that the left
and right engines are

aligned to be parallel
before cementing.
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Attach part I-25 to the left wing.
