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You can choose for the
angle of the stabilator to be
level, downward- or
upward-facing. Use the same
angle for both the left and
right sides, and be careful to
confirm the shape.
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There is faint convex
molding on this part, but it should
not be used with the early-production
E type, so please shave it off with a
hobby knife or other tool.
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The F-4 tail is a fully-movable “all flying tail”
pivoting around the attachment section. Because
it fulfills the role of both elevator and stabilizer
the tail plane is called a stabilator. The tail is not

“horizontal” and has an anhedral angle of 23° 15’
to enhance the plane stability.
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You can replicate the front
strut cylinder in the extended
position by selecting to
assemble the extension parts
B-12, B-9, and B-10.
