The Do 335 A-12 is a twin-seat trainer bomb-fighter. One of the numerous

variations of Do 335, from the early mass-produced single seat bomb-fighter
A-0, two machines were produced: n.112 (W.Nr.230112) and n.121

(W.Nr.230121). Basically, the A-series machines were developed as bomb-

fighters, while the B-series as heavy fighters (destroyers), however, other varia-
tions were also developed, like the Do 335 A-1 (jet-fighter with an empowered
DB 603 E engine), the Do 335 A-4 (recognition plane, full speed of 780km/h) or
the Do 335 A-6 (twin-seat all-weather night-fighter) etc.

The front seat (with ejection seat) of this version is almost identical to the

mass-produced single-seat version; that is where the trainee would sit. The
mid-fuselage fuel tank, originally installed behind it, has been removed and
replaced with a back seat (no ejection seat), where the instructor would sit,
and the instrument panel was simplified with only the minimal required

instruments. Because of the addition of the lump-like rear canopy and its

fairing, the upper shape of the fuselage is very different from the single-seater,
giving a very strong image, reason of another nickname of the plane: Ameisen-
bér (giant anteater). Furthermore, subtle differences like the square panel for
rear engine inspection on the back of the backseat canopy on the right side of
the fuselage, or the foothold to get in/off, added on the underside of the

backseat canopy on the left side of the fuselage, are still obscure in many
points because of the few pictures and documents of the era.

In this SWS kit, we accurately reproduced in details that particular exterior
shape with a "lump" on its back, and its interior structure, based on the early
mass-produced A-0 single-seater, turned into an SWS kit after a thorough
research on the only existing Do 335 machine, kept at the Smithsonian

Museum in the U.S. Why did this aircraft have such an outer shape that made
it stand out even among the numerous variations of the Do 335? Why was it
requested only during the last period of the Great War, when the conflict got
more and more intense? When you build this SWS kit, think about the violent
era Dr. Dornier, inventor and holder of several patents, was living in.
